A Molnar Ani Galeria orommel értesiti, Ekaterina Shapiro-Obermair Double Bind kiallitasarol, ami a
muvesz elso egyeni kiallitasa a galéria gondozasaban.

Ekaterina Shapiro-Obermair folytatia azon vizsgalodasat, aminek koézpontjiaban a térben
elhelyezkedd konstellaciok allnak. Mint elézd munkai soran a kulonbozo, neha hasonld, néha
ellentetes alkotoelemek rendszerezett kombinacioival foglalkozik, valamint ezen elemek
Jjelentés és szintvaltozasaival sajat kornyezettk fenyeben. A formak és targyak, amiket a muvesz
vizsgal, egy tagabb kontextusra utalnak, aminek feladata, hogy a tudas es a latas kapcsolatat
kihangsulyozza. A kiallitas cimet a Double Bind (Kettds kotes) pszichologiai terminusbol
kolcsonozte, ami kommunikacios problemara utal, amikor ket ellentmondasos tzenet megcafolja
egymast. Ekaterina muveszi gyakorlatat figyelembe veve, ez a megkdzelités inkabb tunik tudatos
stratégianak, mintsem a zavar okanak.

A video mellett, a kiallitas 12 darab szdgletes szoborbol és a vogogradi ‘The Motherland Calls'
kozteri szobor miniaturjebol all, ami egyben az installacio kdzpontjai is. A kiallitott elemek feladata,
nem csak az, hogy a terben konstellaciot hivianak eld, hanem, hogy egy mentalis terkepet
alkossanak.

A videon egy fiatal lany lathato, mozdulatlanul, aki csak minden 15 percben szélal meg, hogy
oroszul kijelentse: ,Nagyszeru, hogy ilyen embereink vannak, tudod, valahogy eltolt a buszkeseg,
es annak a reménye, hogy nincs minden veszve' Shapiro-Obermair masodik vilaghaborus
veteranok altal adott koncert utan készitette a lanyrol a videofelvetelt. Habar a koncertet ado
idos emberek nem valos veteranok, csak annak hivjak magukat. A video igy alkot egyseget a
szinhazi gyakorlattal, ritualékkal mikozben a propaganda kulonbdzé szempontjait is eldhivia. A
video maga, része egy folyamatban levo interdiciplinaris kollaboracionak, amit Shapiro-Obermair
€s a tortenesz Alexandra Wachter egyutt kezdett. A kutatas lényege, hogy képet adjon a Nyugat-
Ukran Lviv varosaban elhelyezett Masodik Vilaghaborus muemlékeik €s muzeumok helyzeterol.
Shapiro-Obermain szem elott tartja, hogy az epites és elhelyezes, olyan cselekmenykent
ertelmezhetd, ami mellékjelentéssel birhat, ez altal ki van téve a valtozasnak es a szabad
ertelmezesnek. Terbeli korrelacio hoz letre, ahol az egy fontossaga fugg a masik kontextusatol,
igy konnyedseggel teremt Uj helyzetet az ellentét, a hasonlo es a kulonbdzo eszmei lenyegenek.
Ezeket a szimbolumokat a jelentésuk valtozasanak idejeben ragadja meg, igy felfedve térekeny
felépitéset annak, hogyan ruhazhato fel egy vizualis konstrukcio elmeleti jelentessel.

Ekaterina Shapiro-Obermair (1980) Moszkaban szuletett, 2004 oOta Becsben
el és dolgozik. 2009-ben diplomazott a Becsi Kéepzdmuveészeti Egyetemen.
2015-ben elnyerte a Chimera Muveszeti dijat, majd 2014 a Pollock-Krasner
Alalpitvany éves oOsztondijat. Szamos rezidens programban vett reszt, tobbek
kozott Isztambulban, a dél-koreai Gyeonggi-do-ban, Becsben és Budapesten.

We are pleased to announce Ekaterina Shapiro-Obermair's first solo show at the Ani Molnar
Gallery entitled Double Bind. At the exhibition Ekaterina Shapiro-Obermair is continuing her
investigations of spatial-representational constellations. As in her previous works, she is interested
in the systematic combination of different, sometimes similar, sometimes contrary elements and
these are taking on a new level of significance through their close surroundings. The forms and
objects, which the artist is dealing with, refer to a broader context and emphasize a connection
between knowledge and seeing. The title of the exhibition is taken from the field of psychology:
the term Double Bind means discrepancy in communication, when two concurrent messages are
contradicting each other. Applied to Ekaterina’s artistic practice this approach could be considered
not as a cause of confusion, but more as a conscious strategy.

The exhibition consists of a miniature statue modelled after The Motherland Calls' from Volgograd,
which is placed in the centre of the installation, surrounded by 12 angular sculptures and a video
work, all placed together for creating, not only a constellation within the space, but a mental map
as well.

In the video a young girl can be seen, in still, who only in every fifth minutes makes a statement in
Russian: It's great that we have people like this and, you know, somehow you start to feel a sense
of pride, a kind of hope that not all is lost’ Shapiro-Obermair recorded her after a concert of the
veteran's of the WWII. Nonetheless these elderly people are not real veterans of the war, they
only act as so. Recalling on the various aspects of propaganda, it resonates with the practice of
theatre or rituals. The video itself is part of an ongoing collaborative interdisciplinary work between
Shapiro-Obermair and the historian Alexandra Wachter; a research portraying the representation
of the events of WWII'in the matter of monuments and museums of Lviv, a city in West-Ukraine.

Shapiro-Obermair keeps it in mind that the act of building and placing can be an action which
bears secondary connotations, therefore free to interpretation and modification. Creating spatial
collerations, where the significance of the one is up to the context of the other, she easily reinvents
the essence of the opposite, the similar and the different. Catching these symbols in the time of
change of their meaning, we are able to see the fragile structure of how a visual construction
becomes theoretical.

Ekaterina Shapiro-Obermair was born in Moscow in 1980, since 2004 she
lives and works in Vienna, Austria. She graduated from the Academy of
Fine Arts Vienna in 2009. Recently she has been awarded the Chimera Art
Award in 2015, and the Annual grant of the Pollock-Krasner Foundation,
New-York in 2014. Took part in numerous residential programs all around the
world including Istanbul, Gyeonggi-do (South Korea), Vienna and Budapest.
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
